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1. Install Drupal

Follow steps below to install Drupal on a server.
1.1 Download and extract Drupal
Drupal is available in two supported versions: Currently Drupal 8 (released November 2015) and Drupal 7. The recommended release is the latest stable version of either 7 or 8.

Download the latest Drupal version from page: http://drupal.org/start
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You can download Drupal using your favorite browser.
1. Download a Drupal tar.gz or ZIP file to your local computer from https://www.drupal.org/project/drupal by clicking on the link for the version you want to install.

2. When you download the file, your browser will ask you what to do with it. Choose "Extract" and extract it to your local computer. Or, save the file and extract it using your computer's software (7-zip for example) that deals with archive files. The exact steps to do this differ by software, but you should end up with a folder/directory called something like "drupal-7.32" on your local computer.

3. Use FTP to transfer the entire contents of this folder, including hidden files like .htaccess, to your webhosting account's HTML document root. Details of how to do this depend on your FTP software.
    Note: Drupal 8 includes about 10 times as many files as Drupal 7 (due to its new framework), so it may take significantly longer to upload to a server by FTP than earlier versions. A faster way to upload Drupal 8 as a single ZIP files, suitable for some hosts as described here.

1.2 Create the database and User using cPanel
Most web hosting accounts provide a Web-based control panel to help you administer your site. These tools include easy-to-use features for creating a new database, and for creating a "user" with rights to the database. To create a database using a browser-based control panel consult the documentation or ask your web host service provider.
When you create the user for your database, you may see a page where you can specify the privileges that user will have for various operations on the database. In most web control panels' "database wizard", if you simply check "All" privileges for the user you create (and then uncheck "Grant" if it is listed as a privilege) your user will be set up correctly.
- Log in to cPanel;

- Click the MySQL database Wizard under the Database heading.

- Next to New Database enter a name for your database and click Next Step.
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- Next to ‘Username’ enter a username. Enter a password next to Password, enter it again for Password (Again) and then click ‘Create User.’
- On the next page, you'll assign privileges for the user to the database. Check the box next to All Privileges and then click Next Step.
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Take note of the username, password, database name and hostname (for example, are you installing in http://example.com, or in http://drupal.example.com, or http://example.com/blog etc.) as you create the database. You will enter these items into fields in your browser when running the install script
Note that in many cases when creating databases and users via a web-based interface, the username you use to log into your control panel is added as a prefix to the database name and possibly to the database username as well. For example, if you log into your site's control panel as "webadmin" and create a database named "drupal7db" and a user for that database named "d7user", when running the Install script (see next page) the database and user may need to be typed in as "webadmin_drupal7db" and "webadmin_d7user". (This is because many hosting accounts are on shared servers, and on one server each database and user name must be unique across all accounts on the server.)

1.3 Create settings.php and the files directory
Drupal 6, 7 and 8 come with a sample settings.php configuration file located at: sites/default/default.settings.php

Before you run the installation script (install.php), you need to copy default.settings.php file as a new file called settings.php and change its permissions to be writeable. After the installation, you will need to restrict the permissions again.

1.4 Run the installation script
To run the Drupal install script, point your browser to the base URL of your website.
The base URL means the document root (directory) where you placed your Drupal files (and is defined in your web server configuration file). If you have installed Drupal on a web host this will likely be a domain name such as http://www.example.com. If you installed Drupal in a subfolder, you should point your browser to the subfolder (for example, http://example.com/subfolder). If you installed Drupal on your desktop machine, the URL might be http://localhost/drupal.
If the installation process does not simply appear by entering the base URL of your site, add the file name install.php to the end of your site's URL (for example, http://www.example.com/install.php).

After you run install.php, you'll be guided through several pages:

Select the language you want to use. Click the Save and Continue button to continue. 
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- Choose the profile you want to install: standard or minimal. The largest difference is based on which modules are activated by default upon the complete installation. It is recommended to use Standard unless you are an advanced user. Click Save and Continue to move on.
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- After requirements verification - enter the database name, database user, and password for the database you created in the second step.
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- The configuration will now proceed. You will see a progress bar as it works in this step. Once completed, you will see a screen with a few details to complete. These are for your site admin. Once completed, click on the Save and Continue button at the bottom. This will complete your installation and you can now visit your new Drupal site directly!

2. Install Drupal Theme

Follow the steps below to install the generic MTT-S conference theme.
Open the page with the Drupal Theme mtt.org/template and download mtt-stheme to your local machine. 

Use FTP or File Manager to upload the file to your Themes directory. This directory is located in the root folder of your Drupal installation.
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After uploading the theme’s zip file to the Themes folder, you will need to extract the files. They will typically extract into their own folder. If for some reason they extract into the main Themes folder, you will need to move them to their own folder.

After that, Log in to Drupal administrative dashboard.

If you do not see a submenu under the main menu bar, select Manage from the top menu bar.
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Next, click on Appearance from the secondary menu that appears.
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You will now see the Appearance screen where you see a list of enabled themes. 
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Check the 'Enabled and set as default' box next to the theme to make this the chosen theme for your site.

Click the 'Save Configuration' button at the bottom.

Once you arrive on the specific module's page, scroll down and find the Downloads section. Locate the correct version and click on either the tar.gz or zip link to download it to your machine. It is best if you select your version under the Recommended release section, however as of this writing, the only version available for Drupal 8 is in the Development releases. These may have a few bugs and are recommended for those in a testing or development environment. 

Use FTP or File Manager to upload the modules to your module directory. This directory is located in the root folder of your Drupal installation.
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After uploading the module zip or tar.gz file to the modules folder, you will need to extract the files. They will typically extract into their own folder. 
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Visit your site and log into your Drupal admin interface.
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Find on page modules that have just been loaded, mark them and click on the Install button at the end of the page to enable them.
